One year later, he made his own original cover videos and shared them on Vine,
another video-sharing site, which got millions of viewers and fans in just a few months. In mid-2014,

he became the third most popular musician on Vine, and was scouted by a record company.

When he became popular, he had
a chance to do the opening act for a popular American singer’s world tour in 2015, making him even
more famous.
